Eleventh Sunday in Ordinary Time-  
Mark 4:26–34  
Church documents call the Christian family the 
“domestic church.” This is both a compliment and a call 
to commitment. Because the family is a community 
formed in love and dedicated to the physical and spiritual growth of 
its members, it is a miniature version of the Kingdom of God on 
earth. This Sunday’s Gospel Reading, Mark 4:26–34, consists of 
two parables that Jesus used to help us discern the mystery of the 
Kingdom of God. The beginning of the kingdom is compared to a tiny 
seed that over time matures and ripens. Many of the things we do 
within the family seem insignificant. They are part of our daily 
activity and attract little attention. Yet they show our love and 
concern for one another. According to the Gospel, it’s these small 
things that yield big results, acting as significant contributions to the 
growth of God’s kingdom on earth. The growth of the seed illustrates 
the nature and the results of a strong faith. 
READ TOGETHER 
Read aloud together the Gospel of Mark 4:26–34.  
Consider how your family’s concerns reflect the Church’s concerns 
for those members who are poor, forgotten, hungry, ill, shunned, 
or lonely. 
TALK TOGETHER 
of a specific action that you can do to assist a person in your 
extended family, neighborhood, or parish.  
 PRAY TOGETHER  
the Lord’s Prayer, pausing briefly to consider the import of the 
words “thy kingdom come.” Each evening this week as you gather 
for supper, share with one another the simple acts of love you 
witnessed within the family that day.

Marcos  4:26-34 
Los documentos de la Iglesia llaman a la familia cristiana la

tierra. La lectura del Evangelio de este domingo, Marcos 4:26–34, 
consta de dos parábolas que Jesús usó para ayudarnos a discernir el 
misterio del Reino de Dios. El comienzo del reino se compara con una 
pequeña semilla que con el tiempo madura y madura. Muchas de las 
cosas que hacemos dentro de la familia parecen insignificantes. Forman 
parte de nuestra actividad diaria y atraen poca atención.  Sin embargo, 
muestran nuestro amor e interés mutuos. Según el Evangelio, son estas 
pequeñas cosas las que producen grandes resultados, actuando como 
contribuciones significativas al crecimiento del reino de Dios en la tierra. 
El crecimiento de la semilla ilustra la naturaleza y los resultados de una 
fe fuerte.

The young lady’s family must be registered, participating 
members of the parish for at least 1 year. “Participating 
members” are those who faithfully attend Mass and support 
the Church financially (using their contribution envelopes 
proving such). Ideally, they should also be active in the 
ministry, volunteering in the Church.  
 

The young lady must attend CCE classes faithfully for at least 
1 YEAR PRIOR to the Quinceañera. She must have received 
the sacrament of Baptism and she must make her First Holy 
Communion BEFORE the Quinceañera. She must be faithfully 
attending Confirmation preparation classes. She, along with 
her Sponsor, must attend all Quinceañera preparation classes. 
 

Please call office at least 1 YEAR BEFORE any other 
arrangements are made and DO NOT set a final date for the 
Quinceañera prior to your interview with the priest.
