Members of the same family often bear
close resemblances to one another.

As you
read today’s Gospel, keep in mind that members of the
same family share many characteristics, even though
each person in the family is an individual. What does
Jesus tell his disciples about his relationship with the
Father? The relationship between the Father and Jesus is
so close that Jesus says that those who have seen and
known Jesus have also seen and known the Father. Jesus
promises his disciples that because of their faith in him
and in the Father, they too will be able to do the work of
the Father as Jesus did.

READ TOGETHER
Read together this Sunday’s Gospel, John 14:1-12, with
your family.

PRAY TOGETHER

End your discussion by praying together that others will
recognize in your family the work of the Father. Pray
together the Lord’s Prayer.
