The word “repent” means to turn from sin 
- to change our thoughts, words and 
acƟons. Change that is permanent comes from within – a 
transformaƟon or conversion of heart. This requires 
prayer, discipline and perseverance. Change is hard. The 
first step is recognizing that we are broken and that we 
need God’s help. The good news - we are not alone in our 
journey. Ask Jesus daily for guidance and paƟently listen 
for his response.

John 10:1-10    
 
Even though we have less experience 
with sheep and shepherds today in 
our society, we can still identify 
strongly with the image of Jesus as 
the Good Shepherd and as the gate 
for the sheep. Psalm 23 remains a 
popular and favorite psalm for prayer. In the image 
of the Good Shepherd, we know ourselves to be 
protected and cared for by a loving God.  
TALK TOGETHER 
As your family gathers, ask what each person knows 
about sheep and shepherds. Recall that shepherds 
and sheep have a close relationship. Sheep will only 
follow their own shepherd; they recognize his voice 
and will not follow a stranger. The shepherd’s job is 
to protect his sheep. In some ways, the relationship 
between the shepherd and his sheep is like that of a 
parent and child.  Talk about how Jesus tells us that 
he is the gate for the sheep. The sheep enter the 
protection of the sheepfold through the gate. In 
Jesus we find protection and abundant life. 
 

READ TOGETHER 
Read together this Sunday’s Gospel, John 10:1-10, with 
your family.   

PRAY TOGETHER 
Conclude by thanking Jesus for being our Good 
Shepherd and by praying today’s psalm, Psalm 23.

Las ovejas solo seguirán a su propio pastor; reconocen 
su voz y no seguirán a un extraño. El trabajo del pastor 
es proteger a sus ovejas. En cierto modo, la relación 
entre el pastor y sus ovejas es como la de un padre y 
un hijo. Habla sobre cómo Jesús nos dice que él es la 
puerta de las ovejas. Las ovejas entran en la protección 
del corral a través de la puerta. En Jesús encontramos 
protección y vida abundante.
