En este día, la Iglesia se centra 
especialmente en el Niño recién nacido, 
Dios hecho hombre, que encarna para 
nosotros toda la esperanza y la paz que 
buscamos. No necesitamos ningún otro 
santo especial hoy para guiarnos hacia 
Cristo en el pesebre, aunque su madre María 

y José, cuidando a su hijo adoptivo, ayudan a completar la 
escena. Pero si tuviéramos que elegir un patrón para hoy, tal 
vez sería apropiado que nos imaginemos a un pastor 
anónimo, convocado al lugar del nacimiento por una visión 
maravillosa e incluso inquietante en la noche, una llamada 
de un coro angelical, prometiendo paz y buena voluntad. Un 
pastor dispuesto a buscar algo que podría ser demasiado 
increíble para perseguirlo, pero lo suficientemente 
convincente como para dejar atrás los rebaños en el campo y 
buscar un misterio. En el día del nacimiento del Señor, 
dejemos que un personaje anónimo, un personaje que no es 
una celebridad, y que se encuentra al margen de la multitud, 
nos sirva de modelo para descubrir a Cristo en nuestro 
propio corazón, en algún punto entre el escepticismo y el 
asombro, entre el misterio y la fe. Y, como María y los 
pastores, atesoremos ese descubrimiento en nuestro corazón.  

The Story of the 
Solemnity of the Nativity of the Lord 

On this day, the Church 
focuses especially on the newborn Child, 
God become human, who embodies for us 
all the hope and peace we seek. We need 
no other special saint today to lead us to 
Christ in the manger, although his mother 
Mary and Joseph, caring for his foster-son, 
help round out the scene. But if we were to select a 
patron for today, perhaps it might be appropriate for us 
to imagine an anonymous shepherd, summoned to the 
birthplace by a wondrous and even disturbing vision in 
the night, a summons from an angelic choir, 
promising peace and goodwill. A shepherd willing to 
seek out something that might just be too unbelievable 
to chase after, and yet compelling enough to leave 
behind the flocks in the field and search for a mystery. 
On the day of the Lord’s birth, let’s let an unnamed, 
“non-celebrity” at the edge of the crowd model for us 
the way to discover Christ in our own hearts—
somewhere between skepticism and wonder, between 
mystery and faith. And like Mary and the shepherds, 
let’s treasure that discovery in our hearts.
