f’TSTOR'S 25™"Sunday In Ordinary Time - Matthew 20:1-16

CORNER The workers in this parable sound very much like squabbling children, comparing
e, — 1 what they have each been given and making complaints to the parent. Among
) children there is a tendency to equate love with gifts and material things. This
tendency can devolve into a spirit of entitlement, which runs counter to the
gpirit of gratitude. Any effort we make to overcome this tendency, to keep love
from being entwined with gifts and possessions, will enable our children to accept completely
the love that God gives freely and generously.

Observe together any tendency within your family to make comparisons. Are children sometimes
heard saying that another child received a greater portion of a favorite food at dinner or
dessert? Does one person complain that a parent spends more time with one child over
another? Ask if such comparisons are helpful. Discuss together why such comparisons are
made. Then read together today's Gospel, Matthew 20:1-16. Consider these questions: Why do
the workers grumble? ls the landowner's assessment accurate? Unfortunately, we are
sometimes like these workers when we make the comparisons we discussed earlier.

Conclude in prayer together remembering that love cannot and ought not to be measured. Sit
quietly together acknowledging God's great love for each person as individuals and for your
family. Pray together today's psalm, Psalm 145, or the Lord's Prayer.

And he went out again around noon, and around
three o’clock, and did likewise. Going out about five
o’clock, the landowner found others standing around, and
said to them, ‘Why do you stand here idle all day?’ They
answered, ‘Because no one has hired us.” He said to them,

owner of the vineyard said to his foreman, ‘Summon the
laborers and give them their pay, beginning with the last
and ending with the first.” When those who had started
about five o’clock came, each received the usual daily
wage.

SAINT OF THE DAY

Saturday, September 19~ Saint Januarius
Little is known about the life of Januarius. He is believed to have been
martyred in the Emperor Diocletian’s persecution of 305. Legend has it that
Januarius and his companions were thrown to the bears in the amphitheater of
Pozzuoli, but the animals failed to attack them. They were then beheaded, and
Januarius’ blood ultimately brought to Naples.

Monday, September 21 ~ Saint Matthew
Saint Matthew was a Jew who worked for the Romans as a tax collector. His
fellow Jews considered him a traitor, and resented him. The Pharisees viewed
him, and all tax collectors, as a sinner. So it was a real shock to hear that
Jesus called such a man to be one of his followers. But that’s the kind of thing
that Jesus did.

Tuesday, September 22 ~ Saint Lorenzo Ruiz and Companions
Saint Lorenzo Ruiz, the first canonized Filipino martyr, became a witness to
the faith almost by accident. Fleeing a legal charge, he ended up with a group
of Dominicans headed for Japan, where they were all arrested, tortured, and
finally executed.

Wednesday, September 23 ~ Saint Pio of Pietrelcina
Saint Pio of Pietrelcina, popularly known as Padre Pio, grew up in southern
Italy. At the age of 15, he joined the Capuchins and was ordained in 1910. In
1918 he received the stigmata, the markings of the crucified Jesus.

Thursday, September 24 ~ Saint John Henry Newman
John Henry Newman, the 19th-century's most important English-speaking
Roman Catholic theologian, spent the first half of his life as an Anglican and
the second half as a Roman Catholic. He was a priest, popular preacher,
writer, and eminent theologian in both churches.

Friday, September 25 ~ Saints Louis Martin and Zélie Guérin
Frustrated in their attempts to enter Religious Life, Louis Martin and Z¢élie
Guérin married and had nine children. Their youngest child, who entered a

Carmelite convent at 15, became Saint Thérése of the Child Jesus,
affectionately known as the Little Flower.

SANTO DEL DIA

Sabado, 19 de septiembre ~ S. Jenaro, obispo de Benevento y mértir
Amado patréon de Napoles, s. Jenaro fue obispo de Benevento, martirizado por
la fe en 305 durante las durisimas persecuciones de Diocleciano. La devocion,
ya viva en el siglo V, reconoce como un milagro la licuefaccion de su sangre

que ocurre tres veces al afio: en mayo, septiembre y diciembre.
Lunes, 21 de septiembre ~ S. Mateo
De recaudador de impuestos a apostol y evangelista: este es el resumen de la
vida de San Mateo, llamado Levi, que vivid en tiempos de Jests. Su nombre
significa “Don de Dios”. La Iglesia lo festeja el 21 de septiembre, y es el
patrén de los banqueros, los contables y los recaudadores.

Martes, 22 de septiembre ~ Nuestra Sefiora de los Dolores,
Nacido en Binondo (Manila) de padre chino y madre filipina. Educado por los
dominicos y ayudante de ellos, se hace miembro de la Confraternidad del
Rosario. Se casa y es padre de tres hijos. Implicado en un oscuro hecho de
sangre, se unio al grupo del P. Gonzélez para salvarse. En Japon fue arrestado
y se declar6 dispuesto a dar mil veces la vida por Cristo. Es el Protomartir de
Filipinas.

Miércoles, 23 de septiembre ~ S. Pio da Pietrelcina
Pietrelcina, 25 de mayo de 1887. Es el lugar y el tiempo en el que comienza la
historia de uno de los santos mas amados: el padre Pio, cuyo nombre secular
era Francesco Forgione. Su vida, inspirada por el ejemplo de san Francisco,
tiene una referencia constante: la Cruz, la pasion de Cristo.

Jueves, 24 de septiembre ~ S. Roberto Bellarmino
el teblogo catdlico romano de habla inglesa mas importante del siglo XIX,
paso la primera mitad de su vida como anglicano y la segunda mitad como
catdlico romano. Fue sacerdote, predicador popular, escritor y tedlogo
eminente en ambas iglesias.

Viernes, 25 de septiembre ~ Santos Louis Martin y Zélie Guérin
Frustrados en sus intentos de ingresar a la vida religiosa, Louis Martin y Zélie
Guérin se casaron y tuvieron nueve hijos. Su hijo menor, que entré en un
convento carmelita a los 15 afios, se convirtid en Santa Teresita del Nifio
Jesus, cariflosamente conocida como la Pequeia Flor.
