Third Sundary of 
Lent, Year A 
John 4:5-42        
 
Lent is a season for repentance. It is a 
season during which we are called to 
reflect upon and to live deeply the 
promises of BapƟsm. The well and the 
conversaƟon about water immediately recall for us 
the Sacrament of BapƟsm. As the Samaritan woman 
was converted and sent on a mission because of the 
conversaƟon about water, we too are converted and 
sent by our BapƟsm to preach the good news of 
Jesus to others.    
TALK TOGETHER 
Take this opportunity to reflect upon the importance 
of BapƟsm with your family. If you have photos or 
other mementos of your family’s BapƟsms, bring 
them out and take some Ɵme to recall the day of 
BapƟsm and its importance to you and your family. 
Create a prayer table that includes these mementos 
and a bowl of holy water. AŌer you have spent some 
Ɵme talking about BapƟsm, invite everyone to listen 
carefully and prayerfully to today’s Gospel.  Ask how 
Jesus’ meeƟng with the woman at the well is like 
BapƟsm. (Jesus knows the woman’s sin and forgives 
her. The woman comes to know Jesus as the 
Messiah. The woman invites others to meet Jesus.)              
READ TOGETHER 
Read today’s Gospel, John 4:5-42.            
PRAY TOGETHER 
Pray a prayer of blessing for each member of the 
family that God will help each one live the promises 
of his or her BapƟsm. Pray together the Lord’s 
Prayer.

Crea una 
mesa de oración que incluya estos recuerdos y un 
cuenco de agua bendita. Después de que hayas pasado 
un Ɵempo hablando sobre el BauƟsmo, invita a todos a 
escuchar con atención y oración el Evangelio de hoy.
