SAINT OF THE DAY

Saturday, August 22 ~ Queenship of Mary
The notion of a queen is somewhat foreign to American ears, but this feast of
Mary recognizes her role in the Kingdom of her Son, Jesus. If Jesus is king,
Mary is certainly queen. And the title—or its surrogate—goes back centuries
in the Church, as Mary has been praised for her position in the Church and
among the people of God.
Monday, August 24 ~ Saint Bartholomew
We know nothing about today’s saint, Saint Bartholomew, except that he was
one of the original twelve apostles. If he is the man called Nathanael, then we
know he is from Cana in Galilee--but that still doesn’t tell us much. But
knowing that he gave his life in the service of the faith is enough.

Tuesday, August 25 ~ Saint Louis of France
Saint Louis of France took his position seriously as both king and Christian. A
true son of the Church, Saint Louis worked for peace and reconciliation within
his kingdom and beyond. He was generous with his wealth and his time. He
was named a patron of the Secular Franciscans.

Wednesday, August 26 ~ Saint Joseph Calasanz
Saint Joseph Calasanz dedicated his life to poor children. He gathered teachers
to help him, and eventually organized the Clerks Regular of Religious Schools
--also known as the Piarists or Scolopi. But his work was not without
opposition, as some objected to the education of the poor.

Thursday, August 27 ~ Saint Monica
Perhaps Saint Monica is best known as the mother of Saint Augustine—a
pretty noble label. But Saint Monica was also the mother of two other children,
and is known as a woman of great prayer. We know that she prayed for the
conversion of her son, and her prayers were heard. She also prayed for and
obtained the conversion of her husband and mother-in-law.

Friday, August 28 ~ Saint Augustine of Hippo
Saint Augustine is a giant in many ways. He had a powerful and forceful
personality which he used both before and after his conversion. He had a
passion for whatever he did, and this showed up in his theological teachings.
Yet he also was a man of great love, as is evident in his sermons to his priests.
And he had a deep love for the Lord.

SANTO DEL DIA

Sabado, 22 de Agosto ~ Maria es Reina por ser Madre de Jesus,

Rey del Universo

Lunes, 24 de Agosto ~ S. Bartolomeo
Bartolomé o Natanael es uno de los doce apdstoles que acompaiiaron a Jests
desde su bautismo en el Jordan hasta su muerte y resurreccion. Sabemos por
los Evangelios que era un pescador de Cana, inicialmente escéptico. Las
tradiciones afiaden que evangeliz6 la India y que murié como martir en
Armenia.

Martes, 25 de Agosto ~ S. Ludovico (Luis IX) rey de Francia
La memoria popular conserva de Luis IX de Francia la imagen de un soberano
que tenia la costumbre de hacer justicia a sus stibditos bajo un viejo roble
cerca de su castillo en Vincennes.

Miércoles, 26 de Agosto ~ S. José de Calasanz
José, fue un sacerdote espafiol que convivid con la rica familia Colonna de
Roma. Alli, el gran abandono e ignorancia de los jovenes pobres lo conmovio
tanto que se dedico a su educacion, fundando la primera escuela gratuita de
Europa, dirigida por la Orden de los Escolapios. Fue canonizado en 1767.

Jueves, 27 de Agosto ~ S. Mdnica, madre de S. Agustin, obispo
Santa Moénica, madre de San Agustin, de fe firme y profundos valores
cristianos en lo cotidiano. La oracién fue su fortaleza en toda su vida.
Ferviente observante de las tradiciones de la Iglesia, deposité toda su

esperanza en Dios.
Viernes, 28 de Agosto ~ S. Agustin
Buscador inquieto de la Verdad, su vivencia en el camino de la conversion, lo
hace siempre actual. Autor de numerosos escritos San Agustin esté entre los
Padres de la Iglesia que mejor han explicado los principios y dogmas del
Cristianismo. Muere el 28 de agosto del 430.
