Today’s Gospel invites us to consider how we

care for and ministry to those who are sick. We
notice that the deaf man is brought to Jesus for healing by
his friends. These people beg Jesus to lay his hands on this
deaf man <o that he might be healed. Jesus’ healing power is
shown in his opening of the man’s ears and the restoring of
his speech. When family members care for one another when
they are sick, they bring Christ’s healing presence. When we
pray for those who are ill, we ask God to show his healing
power. When health is restored, we share that good news
with others.

TALK TOGETHER

As you gather as a family, recall a time when a family
member was ill. What steps were taken to help restore this
family member to health? Talk about what it feels like to
care for a person who is ill, and about how it feels to be the
sick person being cared for. In today’s Gospel, we hear about
a time when Jesus healed a man who was deaf.

READ TOGETHER

Read today’s Gospel, Mark 7:31-37. Notice how the man who
was cured and his friends could not honor Jesus’ request to
keep quiet about Jesus’ power to heal. We continue to
celebrate Jesus’ healing presence in our lives by giving
thanks to God for the gift of healing and health.

PRAY TOGETHER

Conclude in prayer, thanking Jesus for the gifts of health
and healing. Pray together for those who are sick. After
each person is hamed, pray, “Jesus, heal us.”

What is more important - being rich in faith or rich
in possessions?  Society tells us that possessions are most
important. God teaches a different lesson. When we are rich in
faith, we keep God first and experience true joy and peace. When
we put possessions first, we soon realize we can never have enough
and happiness is fleeting. When we put faith over possessions we
truly realize it is better to give than receive.

DIOS NOS LEVANTA

Nuestras lecturas de este domingo describen la obra de liberacion de Dios para quienes
son vulnerables, 1safas describe la venida de Dios en términos de curacion de los ciegos, los
sordos y los cojos. Santiago sefiala que Dios elige a los pobres para que sean ricos en la fe.
En el Evangelio de Marcas, Jests sana a una persona sorda que tiznen un impedimento para
hablar. Las lecturas nos recuerdan las agudas luchas de los discapacitados, los marginados
y los pobres. En e/ (iltimo afio y medio, la pandemia nos ha hecho recordar que todos somos
vulnerables, que la enfermedad y la muerte estan siempre cerca de nosotros. Hoy escucha-
mos que la presencia de Dios se revela cuando Dios nos levanta, y cuando nos unimes a
Dios para levantamos unos a otras, Nuestro cuidado hacia los demés, especialmente a los
més necesitados, puede ser nuestra respuesta agradecida a la curacion que Dios hace de
nosotros en nuestra propia vulnerabilidad.

BENDICION PARA TODOS

La historia del hombre sordoe que se cuenta en el Evangelio de hoy es una de las varias
descripciones de curaciones extraordinarias que estén en esta parte del Evangelio de Mar-
€05, quien lleva a los lectores a comprender que, en Jess, Dios esté cumpliendo las
promesas divinas profetizadas por Isafas: “los oidos de los sordos se abriran . . ., la lengua
del muda cantard”. Cuando el sordo pueda escuchar y el mudo cantar, esta sefial de la
venida de Dios significa que los dones de la vista y el oido estan disponibles ahora, no
s6lo para los individuos involucrados, sino para sus familias y toda la comunidad que esta
alrededor de ellos.

GOD LIFTS US UP

Qur readings this Sunday describe God's work of liberation for those who are vulnerable.
Isaiah portrays the coming of God in terms of the healing of the blind, the deaf, and the
lame. James notes that God chooses the poor to be rich in faith. In Mark's Gospel, Jesus
heals a deaf person who has a speech impediment. The readings remind us of the acute
struggles of the disabled, the excluded, and the poor. In the last year and a half, the
pandemic has reminded us that we are all vulnerable, that iliness and death are near us
always. Today we hear that God's presence is revealed when God lifts us up, and when
we join God to lift each other up. Qur care for others, especially those in greatest need,
can be aur grateful response to God's healing of us in our own vulnerability.

BLESSING FOR ALL

The story of the deaf man related in today's Gospel is one of several descriptions of ex-
traordinary healings in this part of Mark's Gospel. Mark leads readers to understand that
in Jesus, God is fulfilling the divine promises prophesied by Isaiah; “the ears of the deaf
(will) be cleared . . . the tongue of the mute will sing.” When the deaf can hear and the
mute can sing, this sign of the coming of God means that the gifts of sight and hearing
are now available, not only for the indivicuals involved, but for their families and the whole
community around them.

There is a "ripple effect” of blessing extending well beyond individual healing. Those
