“And Jesus said to him, ‘Go your way; your faith 
has made you well.’ And immediately he received 

his sight and followed him on the way.”  
(MARK 10:52)  

Faith is believing in something even though you 
may not be able to physically see it. Many people think that 
miracles don’t happen anymore. This is hard, but try to focus on 
the positive and not the negative things in your life. When you 
focus on your blessings instead of your hardships, miracles will 
seem common. You will see God’s active presence in your daily 
life. You will begin to develop an attitude of gratitude.

Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time, 
Year B 
Mark 10:46-52        

Today’s Gospel offers us a powerful example 
of faith and persistence in prayer. Those 
around him rebuked Bartimaeus for his 
efforts to attract Jesus’ attention. When 
silenced by the crowd, however, Bartimaeus 
called out all the more. He is persistent and 
bold in his confidence that Jesus will show mercy on him and 
do what he asks. His persistence and great confidence that 
Jesus would help him reminds us of the confidence with which 
our children bring to us their needs. In their faith and trust 
we can find an example of the attitude with which we might 
approach God in prayer.            

TALK TOGETHER 
As a family, recall a request that has been made repeatedly 
by one family member to another. Talk about why the request 
continues to be made if the answer continues to be no. After 
reading the Gospel, pose questions such as these to your 
family: Why must Bartimaeus be persistent in calling out to 
Jesus? (Some people in the crowd are telling him to be 
quiet.) What does Bartimaeus do when some try to stop him? 
(He calls out to Jesus all the more.) When Jesus stops and 
calls for him, what does Jesus do and say? (He restores 
Bartimaeus’s sight; Jesus tells Bartimaeus his faith has saved 
him.) When we pray, God wants us to be so confident he will 
help us that we don’t permit anyone to keep us from bringing 
our needs to God in prayer. Invite family members to identify 
the things they need most from God.  
READ TOGETHER 
Read together today's Gospel, Mark 10:46-52.        

PRAY TOGETHER  
Pray these prayers of petition together as a family, confident 
that God will hear and answer your prayers. Respond to each 
petition, “Jesus, Son of David, have pity on us.” Conclude by 
praying the Glory Be to the Father.

El Evangelio de hoy nos ofrece un ejemplo 
poderoso de fe y perseverancia en la oración. 
Los que estaban a su alrededor reprendieron a 
Bartimeo por sus esfuerzos para atraer la 
atención de Jesús. Sin embargo, cuando la 
multitud lo hizo callar, Bartimeo gritó aún más. 

Es persistente y valiente en su confianza en que Jesús tendrá 
misericordia de él y hará lo que le pide. Su persistencia y gran 
confianza en que Jesús lo ayudaría nos recuerdan la confianza 
con la que nuestros hijos nos traen sus necesidades. En su fe y 
confianza podemos encontrar un ejemplo de la actitud con la 
que podemos acercarnos a Dios en oración.                                         

HABLEN JUNTOS            
Como familia, recuerden una petición que un miembro de la 
familia le ha hecho repetidamente a otro. Hablen sobre por qué 
la petición continúa si la respuesta sigue siendo no. Después de 
leer el Evangelio, plantee preguntas como estas a su familia: 
¿Por qué Bartimeo debe ser persistente en llamar a Jesús? 
(Algunas personas en la multitud le están diciendo que se 
calle). ¿Qué hace Bartimeo cuando algunos tratan de detenerlo? 
(Llama a Jesús con más fuerza). Cuando Jesús se detiene y lo 
llama, ¿qué hace y dice Jesús? (Le devuelve la vista a 
Bartimeo; Jesús le dice a Bartimeo que su fe lo ha salvado). 
Cuando oramos, Dios quiere que estemos tan seguros de que 
nos ayudará que no permitamos que nadie nos impida llevar 
nuestras necesidades a Dios en oración. Invite a los miembros 
de la familia a identificar las cosas que más necesitan de Dios.               
LEER JUNTOS  
Lean juntos en voz alta el Evangelio de Marcos 10:46-52.   
OREN JUNTOSO 
Oren juntos estas oraciones de petición en familia, confiados en 
que Dios escuchará y responderá sus oraciones. Respondan a 
cada petición: “Jesús, Hijo de David, ten piedad de nosotros”. 
Concluyan rezando el Gloria al Padre.
