“Each day the people are to go out and 
gather their daily portion; thus will I test 

them, to see whether they follow my 
instructions or not.” EXODUS 16:4 

When the Israelites gathered more than their 
daily portion of manna, the surplus became wormy 
and rotten. In the same way today, self-reliance, pride and ego 
leads to hoarding and excessive surplus of goods and money. 
Living a stewardship lifestyle helps us discern our “wants” from 
our “needs”. Living a grateful and generous lifestyle reminds us 
that God will provide all that we need and that we have plenty to 
share.

Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time, 
Year B 
John 6:24–35     

In today’s Gospel, the crowd asks Jesus for 
a sign so that they can believe that he has 
come from God. This is a curious request, 
because Jesus has just fed more than 5000 
people with just five barley loaves and two 
fish. How quickly they seem to have forgotten the wonderful 
thing that Jesus has done for them. Or, maybe they never 
recognized the miracle in the first place. Sometimes we don’t 
recognize the wonderful things that God has done for us. And, 
sometimes, we simply forget and ask for further evidence of 
his love and care. We pray that God will remove our blindness 
so that we can receive with thanks and praise all the 
wonderful things that God accomplishes in our lives.                               
TALK TOGETHER 
Together as a family, name the wonderful gifts that God has 
given you and some of the remarkable deeds that God has 
accomplished in our world. Observe that it is important to 
stop to count our blessings because we can easily miss 
recognizing all of the wonderful things that God does for us. 
Why are the people seeking out Jesus? (because he has fed 
them) What do they want from Jesus? (a sign that he has 
come from God) What does Jesus tell them? (He says that he 
will give them something greater and more important than the 
bread that fed their physical hungers; he will give them bread 
that will give them eternal life.) Recall that we have this gift 
from Jesus in the Eucharist.             
READ TOGETHER 
Read today’s Gospel, John 6:24–35.      
PRAY TOGETHER  
Pray together, thanking God for all that he has given to us, 
especially for the gift of eternal life and the Eucharist. Pray 
together the Magnificat.

A veces no reconocemos las cosas 
maravillosas que Dios ha hecho por nosotros. Y, a veces, 
simplemente lo olvidamos y pedimos más pruebas de su amor y 
cuidado. Oramos para que Dios elimine nuestra ceguera para 
que podamos recibir con agradecimiento y alabanza todas las 
cosas maravillosas que Dios realiza en nuestras vidas.                           
HABLEN JUNTOS            
Juntos como familia, mencionen los regalos maravillosos que 
Dios les ha dado y algunas de las obras notables que Dios ha 
realizado en nuestro mundo. Observen que es importante 
detenerse a contar nuestras bendiciones porque podemos 
fácilmente pasar por alto todas las cosas maravillosas que Dios 
hace por nosotros. ¿Por qué la gente busca a Jesús? (porque él 
los ha alimentado) ¿Qué quieren de Jesús? (una señal de que 
ha venido de Dios) ¿Qué les dice Jesús? (Dice que les dará algo 
más grande y más importante que el pan que alimentó sus 
hambres físicas; les dará pan que les dará vida eterna). 
Recordemos que tenemos este regalo de Jesús en la Eucaristía.

The young lady must attend CCE classes 
faithfully for at least 1 YEAR PRIOR to the 
Quinceañera. She must have received the 
sacrament of Baptism and she must make her 
First Holy Communion BEFORE the 
Quinceañera. She must be faithfully attending 
Confirmation preparation classes. She, along with her 
Sponsor, must attend all Quinceañera preparation classes. 
 

Please call office at least 1 YEAR BEFORE any other 
arrangements are made and DO NOT set a final date for 
the Quinceañera prior to your interview with the priest.
