together so that God’s salvation is made 
known to us. Jesus’ mission is continued 
through the activity of the Holy Spirit in the lives of his 
disciples. We have received this same Spirit through our 
Baptisms. The Spirit, living and working within us, reveals 
the mystery of God’s love for us. Just as the first disciples 
were not left orphaned, we are not orphaned; we remain 
in God’s embrace through the gift of the Holy Spirit.
